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Tribute to Robert Tweed aged 86 years. 
Funeral service at St James Church March 29th 2017 
 
Bob was born in Willesden in west London and he was the youngest of 3 
brothers.  He undertook national service but his lifelong work was based 
at the Heinz factory in Harlesden where he was a maintenance worker for 
40 years.  His role was to tend to breakdowns on the production line 
machinery.  Alongside his long years of service with Heinz & Co was his 
loving relationship which he and Ann shared together for 50 years.  They 
met through a joint love of bowling, something they enjoyed together 
until very recently when Bob became poorly.  Bob had loved fishing and 
again this was something he and Ann enjoyed together. 
 
After Bob retired he and Ann moved to their bungalow in Boardman 
Close.  They had been members of the Little Paxton Friendship Club, the 
local indoor bowling group and he enjoyed time in his garden.  Bob had 
liked poems and variety of music and he was a good cook as well having 
worked as a chef when he did his national service.   
 
After the service to celebrate his life, many of those who had been 
present stayed and enjoyed some light refreshments in Little Paxton 
church.  
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Some thoughts from Annette:  

As I write, it is a glorious spring day in late April.  I am looking forward 
to presiding at a wedding at Little Paxton Church in the afternoon and 
have just spent some time with my gorgeous granddaughter Freya. 
 

I remember thinking back to last spring and wondering what the baby 
girl would be like, longing to meet her and cuddle her. Now she is eight 
months old and she feels as fresh and beautiful as this spring day.  
By contrast just a quick glance at any news bulletin and we find so much 
suffering and pain in the world.  So much anger and hatred and 
uncertainty.  Ongoing terrorist attacks, violence in so many countries of 
the world, unrelenting  poverty and the desperate plight of refugees 
stand in sharp  contrast to the innocent and simple beauty of new life 
that is around us at springtime.  
 

I find it hard to contemplate that there are babies as beautiful as Freya 
(and all babies are beautiful!) that are living in appalling conditions of 
war, famine and conflict and have little prospect of a safe and healthy

warmongering  from some sovereign states threaten to wind up the 
potential for even greater conflicts and misery.  
 

I know that some folk have grave misgivings about the efficacy of some 
charities to deliver real and tangible aid to desperate people and for 
many personal giving is just that �± a personal matter which need not be

In the aftermath of World War II in 1945, British and Irish church 
leaders met, determined to do everything possible to help European 
refugees who had lost everything. 
 

The name they gave themselves was Christian Reconstruction in 
Europe. Their purpose was not to evangelise, but to alleviate suffering 
for ordinary people, no matter what their faith.  
 

The first Christian Aid Week with those famous red envelopes was in 
1957 - 60 years ago this year  - and in the light of the success of that 
development the charity was renamed Christian Aid in 1964.  It began to 
seriously examine the fundamental causes of poverty as well as 
delivering emergency aid when needed. 
 

Sadly, the charity is needed more than ever due to the so-called war on 
terror, climate change and the increasing number of natural disasters,
